3) M/s AIATSL vide their email - dated 24.09.2019 conveyed the concession rate
charged by the respective Airport Operator.

24 The Authority is in receipt of MYTP/ATP submissions for the 3rd Control
Period (FY 2021-26) from some of the Independent Service Providers for Fuel
Farm/ITP services. These proposals are currently under scrutiny and Consultation
Papers will be issued shortly. Further, MYTP/ATP submissions for the 3rd Control
Period (FY 2021-26) in respect of Cargo Handling / Ground Handling services have
not been received from many ISPs.

Considering the above, the Authority, expects that the tariff determination process for
the aforesaid service providers is likely to take some time. Hence, in the interim, the
